FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO Y/M ARUNA PIYASENA'S FAMILY  
As you are aware, the sudden de-
mise of Y/M Aruna Piyasena has 
left his wife and 3 children in a pa-
thetic situation. 
Y/M Aruna joined the Y's Men's 
Club of Kurunegasla in 1990 and 
served as the President. He has 
also held several other important 
positions in the club and has made 
a worthy contribution right up to the 
last  moment of his untimely death. 
  
Aruna,s wife, a house wife, is now 
in search of a job as she is finding it 
extremely difficult to educate her 
children, (who are 16, 9, and 6 
years of age, the youngest  being a 
girl) with her limited income from 
her cottage industry. Prior to his 
death, YM Aruna had obtained a 
Bank Loan  to build his house and 
now his wife is not in a position to 
repay the loan. 
 
The Y's Men's Club of Kurunegala 
has already helped Aruna's family 
but we found that it is not suffi-
cient  to meet their requirements. 
Therefore we kindly request club 
donations and personal donations 
by cheque crossed account payee 
in the name of Mrs  A. Piyasena to 
help her family. We suggest that 
these cheques are sent by regis-
tered post to the Regional Board 
who will hand them over personally to the Widow and obtain receipts. 
Members are also invited to contact Mrs. Piyasena and visit her, which 
will be a better way of setting about this task. Also please liaise with the 
President and Secretary of the Y's Men's Club of Kurunegala as and 
when  you need more details.

The Cross at Golgotha

Evidently he wants to have full pos-
session of his faculties during this supreme test of his faith. Jesus is 
now stretched out on the CROSS with his hands placed above his 
head. The soldiers then pound large nails into his hands and feet. 
He wrenches with pain as the nails pierce his flesh and ligaments. 
When the stake is swung upright the pain is excruciating for the 
weight of the body tears into the nail wounds.
